highlighted the serious threat posed to the Baltic Sea by chemical weapons that were disposed
of there in the aftermath of the Second World War. The chemical weapons containers are
increasingly liable to corrosion over time, which means that leakage into the sea is increasingly
likely with catastrophic consequences for human health and marine life. He stated that
information on this situation has been relayed to international bodies but too little avail in terms
of remediation or substantial attempts to address the problem.

suggested that the OSCE might be well placed, as a regional organisation with all of the main
parties to the disposal of the chemical weapons represented among its participating states, to
co-ordinate efforts to effectively manage and reduce this disaster risk."

Proposal for inclusion in the resolution of 22-nd OSCE Economicl and environmental
forum
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The demilitarization of the Baltic Sea seabed in connection with mass graves of chemical
weapons - of chemical warfare agents since the 1st and 2nd world wars should be seen as an
integral part of European security policy, implemented by the OSCE.

In the framework of this policy the following steps required:

1. The new composition of the EU and the OSCE should immediately establish a body with the
OSCE mandate, responsible for making the real program on the CW in the Baltic and North
Seas.

2. The organization, under the auspices of the OSCE European referendum on the subject of
disarmament of the Baltic Sea region in a broad sense.

The term Baltic Sea region should be not only environmentally sound, but also become a zone
of peace, free from any types of weapons.
